How it works: 
1) Allow your child to read books of their choice at home. 

 
Kindergarten and 1st grade:​  40 picture books, nonfiction books, or chapter books 

 
2nd - 5th grade​: 35 picture books or nonfiction books-  

At least 5 books must be chapter books (certainly can be more!) 
Books over 300 pages may count as 2 books! 

 
2) Complete the attached log and list the books read.  Books may be read independently or 

with an adult.  Shared family reading time is great!  Mrs. Ewing will be taking the 
challenge and putting her weekly reads in the media center! 

 
3) Logs will only be accepted after January 1, but no later than April 30, 2021.
